11 BSP Consulting has been commissibily W Westerman Ltd to undertake an
environmental noise assessment for a pregpossidential development. The assessment
has been carried out and an appraisal ntddbe noise attenuation required for the
development. The proposed developmentsitsiated at Fields Farm, Stapleford,
Nottinghamshire, with the site boundary foe froposed development being adjacent to
llkeston Road. The location of the sitesfeown on Figure 1, with the proposed layout

being shown on the HLP Plammediately after Figure 1.

1.2 Existing noise levels were measuredhat site during a 24-hour period on Monday
5" Tuesday 6 and Tuesday'®Wednesday 7 July 2011. The assessment was carried
out in accordance with PPG24 over a 24-tgmriod, to ensure that the measured noise
levels were representative of the worsseacenario in noise terms. For the PPG24
assessment of the site, two noise-monitopogitions adjacent to llkeston Road and
Trowell Road were used in order to pravia representative view of the existing noise

environment for the development.

1.3  An assessment of noise emanating foettisting railway line located adjacent to the
small parcel of land at the rear of the sitsakso carried out. This part of the assessment
was carried out in accordance with PPG24 using Single Event Noise Exposure Level

(SEL) measured around 15m from the 8rggrailway line (monitoring position 3).

1.4  Toensure that the entire site is witNIBC A, the proposed properties should be located
at the distance indicated belérom the existing road network. At monitoring position 1
(readings at 5.5m from centreline of road finoperties would need to be located 14.1m
from the centre line of llkeston Road. Abnitoring position 2 (readings at 5m from
centreline of road) the prop&s would be required to beclated at a minimum distance
of 15.3m from the centre line of Trowell Rd. At monitoring position 3, the current
noise levels are below those stated by MEADd therefore further attenuation would not
be required. It should be noted that ifrden areas are placed adjacent to llkeston

Road/Trowell Road additionaktenuation may be required.

It is considered that under the préseoise climate and with the above being

implemented that the site is suitabde the proposed residential development.

It should also be noted that should any form of basribund be installed adjacent to
the existing railway line then this woulddwece the visual impact of the trains and in
turn the noise impact on any potentiadidents. This is not however a required

mitigation measure.

INTRODUCTION

environmental noise assessment for a prepossidential development. The assessment
has been carried out and an appraisal ntddbe noise attenuation required for the
development. The proposed developmentsitsiated at Fields Farm, Stapleford,
Nottinghamshire, with the site boundary foe iroposed development being adjacent to
llkeston Road. The location of the sitesigown on Figure 1, and the proposed layout is

shown on the HLP Plan imrdiately after Figure 1.

The site is bounded by Ilkeston Road tositwth, an existing railway line to the north,
existing fields to the west and to the eastniexisting residential development. For the
purpose of this report it is assumed that finished floor leve(FFL) of the proposed

dwellings will remain levealong the entire length of this boundary with the FFL

remaining equal to existing ground levels.

In order to ensure that the assessmeapigsentative of the noise climate affecting the
site, it was established that24-hour noise survey would be required to measure the
existing road noise. Due to the close pnoixy of the existingailway line, SEL (sound
exposure level) readings walélso be taken to estallishe noise climate generated
from the passing trains.

For the PPG24 assessment of the site,noise-monitoring posons were used to
calculate the noise conditions for the neaisides of the proposed development closest
to llkeston Road and trowel Road. It walso determined thaine additional noise
monitoring position adjacent to the existingway line would be required in order to

determine the effect from passing trains.

The dominant noise sourcathffects the whole of the development emanates from both
llkeston Road/Trowell Road and the diig railway line. The Department of
Environment, Planning Policy Guidancetanning and Noise (PPG24), suggests a
number of noise exposure categsrbased on the free-fielddy measured or predicted
noise levels, at the noise sensitive propsr{ldese noise exposucategories are used
by planning authorities to assess the impafctransportatiomnoise on residential
developments. For noise not to be a detgimg factor in thegranting of planning
permission, the development will need toibeoise exposure @zgory A. The noise
levels for this category have to be at/olole55 dB(A) in the daytime (07.00 to 23.00
hours) and 45 dB(A) for the night-time (23.0@0@.00 hours). If the site falls into noise
Category B or above, then noise control mees will be require to reduce the noise

level to Category A standard.
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3.0 INSTRUMENTATION

3.1  Free-field noise levels were measured lag¢ight of 1.5 metres above the ground using
the following Norsonic integratingound level metre and microphone:

NOISESURVEY

The noise survey was carried out durig &our period for the residential development
in accordance with PPG24, to ensure thanteasured noise levelere representative
of the worst case scenario in noise termmhe survey was carried out over Monday
5" Tuesday 6 and Tuesday'®Wednesday7July 2011. The weather was dry and clear
during the monitoring periods. Conditions wenainly calm during the entire periods.
Temperatures varied from around 22-24 degrees in the daytime periods fallimgio a

15-17 degrees during the night-time.

The results of the PPG 24 noise surveyghosvn on data sheets 1 and 2 in Appendix 1.
The existing worst-caseabq noise levels at monitoringosition 1 (i.e. 5.5m from
centreline of Trowell Road) have been cadtet! from these results as 59.0dB(A) during
the daytime, and 53.2dB(A) during the nigimié period. At monitoring position 2 (i.e.
5m from centreline of llkeston Road),etidaytime level has been calculated as
60.4dB(A) and for the night-time period as 54.7dB(A).

An assessment of noise emanating foettisting railway line located adjacent to the

small parcel of land at the rear of the sitsakso carried out. This part of the assessment

was carried out in accordance with PPG24 using Single Event Noise Exposure Level

(SEL) measured adjacent to the existintyvay line (monitoring position 3, 15m from

rail line).

DISCUSSION

PPG24 recommends appropriate levels of noise exposursident&al development and

expresses these as noise exposure categoi€S gNfor different nase sources. Four

NEC's are specified for new dwellings, these identified as A to D, which represent an

increasing concern regarding the noise climate, as shown in Table 1.

5.4 It can be seen from the results fordssessment shown in Appendix 1 that the noise
levels at monitoring position 1 are 59.0dB@uring the daytime period and 53.2dB(A)
during the night-time perio@t monitoring position 2 durg the daytime are 60.4dB(A)
and during the night-time period are 54.TAB At monitoring position 3, the noise
levels have been calculated as 54 .@9Bduring the daytime period and 45.1dB(A)
during the night-time period.

5.5  Calculation Sheets 1 and 2 in Appendix 2 indithat in order to ensure that the entire
site is within NEC A, the proposed propestshould be located at the distance indicated
below from the existing road network. Atonitoring position 1 the properties would
need to be located 14.1m from the cehive of llkeston Road. At monitoring position 2
the properties would be required to be lodatta minimum distance of 15.3m from the
centre line of Trowell Road. At monitoring giion 3, the current nse levels are below
those stated by NEC A and therefore furthesratation would not be required. It should
be noted that if garden areas are plaadgcent to Ilkeston Road/Trowell Road

additional attenuation may be required.

5.6  Should the above proposal be implemented then the noise levels affecting the proposed
properties would be below thestated by NEC A and would therefore require no further

attenuation.

6.5 It is considered that under the preseoise climate, and with the above set-back
distances being implemented, that the sitesuitable for tB proposed residential

development.

6.6 It should also be noted that should any foftarrier or bund be installed adjacent to the
existing railway line, or tree planting bergad out, then this would reduce the visual
impact of the trains and in turn the noisgaut on any potential selents. This is not

however a required mitigation measure.
